It was proposed seconded and unanimously agreed that  Perranuthnoe Parish Council object and recommend refusal of this application on the following grounds:
This site is located outside of the settlement of Perran Downs and does not represent infill or rounding off in accordance with policy 3 of the CLP strategic policies 2010 to 2030. It represents an undesirable and unacceptable extension and intrusion of the settlement into undeveloped countryside, well removed from existing buildings this prominent site would be harmful to the rural character and appearance of the countryside which is contrary to Policy 9. It is also contrary to policies 1, 2, 3 and 7 of the CLP.  The Parish Council also considers it to be contrary to policies 12.1 B, 12.1 C, 16.3 on 25 of the Cornwall Local Plan and is likely to result in future infill. There is no evidence of working with a social housing provider for the affordable rented properties to ensure these are managed for the benefit of local people in perpetuity.

	Chairmans Report –   Cllr Sharp reported that more and more people are trying to pay for car parking at Perranuthnoe using their phones. He feels that the phone signal is not strong enough and needs boosting. He will investigate the best way to achieve this and possibly use some levelling up money.to enable this to happen. 
	

	05/25/12

	Cornwall Councillors Report  - Cllr John Martin.  
Reported that there had been little activity at County Hall due to the recent elections and a settling in period was taking place. Ther had been lots of intense training sessions for both new and existing Cornwall Councillors. Tomorrow Tuesday 20th May there would be a  meeting of the Full Council to decide who leads Cornwall Council moving forward. As there was no clear majority party The Reform party had 28 seats and the Lib Dems 26 seats. 44 seats are required to lead. The big question was who was going to support whom as no one wanted to work with the Reform party. At the meeting Councillors would vote for the Chair  and  Leader of Cornwall Council.  Lee Frost Leader of the Liberal Democrats was talking to various individuals and Parties.
Cllr Martin reported that at the April West Sub Committee Planning meeting it had been decided with  reference to the 72 sheltered accommodation units at the John Daniel Centre in Penzance to go back out to the public for further consultation. 
He also informed the Parish Council that his Community Chest fund had been reduced to £1,400 not £3,000 as in previous years.

	Cllrs Reports:
Cllr. Brede – Road issues 1) the state of the road in the dip at Trescowe Road going up to Perran Cross roads and 2) People were not adhering to the new one way system in North Road. Horses and the refuse food (green bins) collection van had both been seen going the wrong way. Cllr Brede was told that horses should go the same way as the traffic as stated in the Highway Code. The food waste vehicle had been reported to Cornwall Council. Council resolved to report to the Community Police Officer for enforcement. It was agreed that better signage was definitely needed in this area. It had been reported to the local livery yard.
Cllr. Elliott – Is getting started with his new position as a Parish Councillor his .gov email address was up and running. He had a query regarding pesticides being sprayed on fields regarding the Trevarthian Solar Farm that was being proposed in the locality. It was pointed out that the Trevarthian Solar Farm was in the St Hillary Parish not Perranuthnoe and that a licence was required to use pesticides and it was highly regulated procedure.
Cllr. Griffiths – Wanted to know on adopted roads could Cornwall Council put in a dropped curb. Cllr Martin said that there should be one at every  junction. 
Cllr Griffiths had successfully completed the inventory on the Parish benches we have 20 in total. The two opposite the Cabin need replacing also the picnic table in the children’s play area needs re[placing there was room for two benches in this area.
Cllr. Nicholas  – Would like to invite Insp. Dee Evans to a Parish Meeting. Danielle Collins was the new Community Police Officer for the Parish. Cllr Nicholas had requested speed checks to be done at various locations within Goldsithney, she had also reported a trial bike using the bridleway at Nanturras.
As part of Healthwatch Cornwall Cllr Nicholas was now sitting on the board of Ageing Well she was also on the West Cornwall Development Group looking at outpatients appointments and where they send you.
Cllr Nicholas expressed that there was a lack of  a ‘health contribution’ payments from developments within the Parish . There was no contribution to primary or medical care, she would like to know what the criteria is.

Lizard Cleaning Services are willing  to operate a watering service for baskets and planters. One of their employees works at the Trevena Cross nursery.
