	Cornwall Councillors Report  - Cllr John Martin.  
There had been intensive training courses for Councillors at County Hall the last one being conducted today. His training day had included a visit to the Newquay Orchard a 7-acre community space in the centre of Newquay, created and cared for by over 600 volunteers. He also visited  The Newquay Strategic Route now the A359  built by the Duchy of Cornwall and Cornwall Council the road that links the east and the south of the town and crosses the train line via a bridge. The A3059 now connects Hendra with St Columb Major and Trevenson. This final section – from the A392 at Hendra roundabout to Nansledan high street - provides a new link between the south and east of the town as well as a safe route for vehicles over the Newquay to Par railway branch line. He had also met some of the management team at Treveth Development company ( A Cornwall Council owned Partnership) who are looking at other plots of land for development. He would be looking into the Morvah Reach development at Long Rock making a contribution to healthcare within his area.

	Cllrs Reports:
Cllr. Trevena-  Has been working with Trevena nurseries and a quote from the nursery had been received by the Clerk for £2,189 this was for new planters, hanging baskets and plants for the Parish. It was resolved to go ahead and purchase, proposed by Cllr. Trevena seconded by Cllr Brede all Cllrs. in agreement. Cllr Trevena was hoping that next year the village of Goldsithney could enter the Britain in Bloom competition. 

Cllr. Elliott –  Reported parking issues and overgrown weeds  at Colygree Parc, speeding issues in Packet Lane, pot holes in Rosudgeon and a tree enquiry on Well Lane. 
He would like a conversation to discuss these issues with the Manager of Cornwall Highways when he next visits the Parish. 
Cornwall Cllr. Martin stated that Cornwall Highways have not had their budget set yet. The Cabinet at Cornwall Council were meeting this week to establish budgets for all departments.  Well Lane was an unadopted road and any trees would be on private land. 

Cllr Pascoe – Would like to make contact with the Affordable Housing Team at Cornwall Council. The Parish Clerk would assist in finding the right contact and setting up a meeting. Cllr Pascoe was also enquiring about  a re- wilding scheme for Red Lane as it was now looking very unkept.
Cllr.  Pascoe would like action points on issues raised so that we were not going round in circles.

Cllr. Griffiths – Observed  that the bus stop area at the junction of South Rd and Fore Street was very narrow and when the shrubs/ foliage from the neighbouring house overhang people have to walk in the road which is a safety issue.
Would like noted that the Parish Council over the years have put a lot of money into the St Pirans Hall building, very much appreciated by the St Pirans Hall Management Committee. He was concerned that there was no car parking space for the Clerk to attend her place of work on occasions when the hall is being used by multiple users. He would like a letter to be sent to the Management team at the Hall requesting a designated car parking space for the Clerk to the Parish Council. 

Cllr. Collins was currently researching sanitary wear for the refurbishment of the toilet block at Perranuthnoe. Also Stainless steel, venetian plastering were all possibilities to be looked at for the refurbishment of the toilet block. He would enquire to make a meeting with available councillors to review literature.

Cllr. Nicholas  –  Vans in laybys on the A394 No enforcement taking place – meeting with Highways required. The traffic calming in the village of Goldsithney was not completed a meeting with Cornwall Highways needs to take place. Cllr Nicholas had 5 different points to bring to their attention.
Nothing had been done re Perranuthnoe double yellow lines  again a meeting with Cornwall Highways to discuss. Cllr Nicholas was dismayed  that there was a lack of  a ‘health contribution’ payments from developments within the Parish/ local area  that were not forthcoming from developer’s and she would be asking for it to be included as an agenda item of the next CAP ( Community Area partnership) meeting. 
Cllr Martin has asked all 5 of his Parishes to make a list of all outstanding highway issues.
