RESOLVED – unanimous. Cllr David Sharp elected as Chairman of Perranuthnoe Parish Council for the year 2024/2025. Chairman signed Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

4. Minutes of the previous Annual Council Meeting held on Monday 15th May  2023
Resolved – that the minutes of the Annual Parish meeting  held on the 15th May 2023 having been circulated, be taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record of the meeting.
5.&6 Review of Perranuthnoe Parish Standing orders & Financial Regulations
Resolved – that there are no changes needed to the Council’s Standing Orders, and for the Financial Regulations to be reviewed at a future meeting in line with the recently updated model Financial Regulations.

7.Chairman’s Report for 2023/2024 delivered by Cllr. D. Sharp
May 2023 –  Having conducted a walkabout with the Head of Cornwall Highways to review the traffic and parking problems in Perranuthnoe. A year on we are no further forward but we will keep pursuing the matter until we get a result.
June 2023 – The Inaugural meeting was held at Cornwall Council of the Community Area Partnership hopefully this will result in positive outcomes for the Parish and surrounding areas. 
July 2023- The Parish Council formed two sub committees Finance and Planning. The Steering Group for the Neighbour Plan was disbanded after successful adoption of the Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan by Cornwall Council.
September 2023- We welcomed Kate Trevena as a member of the Parish Council .  5 new noticeboards erected within the Parish 
October 2023- The Parish Council were able to assist with match funding on the clock repair at Perranuthnoe Parish Church.
November 2023-We welcomed Paul Crump as a member of the Parish Council. The precept was maintained at 3% No increase for Parishioners.
January 2024- Attended the Marazion Civic Parade and Mayor Choosing.
February 2024 – The Parish Council started a plan to reduce its Carbon footprint.
March 2024- Perranuthnoe Parish Council officially became the owners of the Toilet Block and car park in Perranuthnoe following devolvement from Cornwall Council. This had taken 3 years to achieve.
This concludes the annual report for Perranuthnoe Parish Council. I would like to thank my fellow councillors for all their hard work and commitment over the past year.
8. Financial Report for the year 2024/25
The clerk reported that the annual audit report had been completed and that the prescribed notices would be published early in June. The Parish currently has three bank accounts with Lloyds Bank plc.
