Mr Henry Mathews Head of Land & Property from St Aubyn Estates (SAE) Gave an update on various issues within or in close proximity to Perranuthnoe Parish. 
1) The proposed Trevarthian Solar Farm -  Although situated in the neighbouring parish of St Hilary. This proposal had been reduced in size from 700acres to 62.5 acres. Cllr Martin commented that the SAE team had listened to the public and continued to do so, he felt it quite a modest scheme in the overall picture and size of other solar Farms. Cllr Collins said the land proposed was of poor agriculture quality. The scheme does increase bio diversity and there is a plan for animal grazing. It will be visually seen by two properties. Cllr Pascoe asked the size of the isolators and possible leakage as it was going to be a power station.
2) The estate was encountering major problems with fly tipping including large amounts of building waste along Long Lane which was costing them thousands of pounds to remove. No sooner do they remove it when another lot appears. Mr Matthews asked councillors to be vigilant and to report any thing relating to this problem.
3) Fires being lit in woodland areas again if anyone sees or hears anything could they get in touch or report it immediately.
4) Walkway between Goldsithney & Marazion – Oliver Adeley  his predecessor had instructed SAE solicitors and they were currently waiting on the legal team at Cornwall Council for a reply to pursue matters further. Cllr Nicholas was also in touch with Cornwall Council regarding this project.

Cllr Collins reiterated that the toilets at Perranuthnoe are in need to be refurbished. Recent repairs included  a new cistern  and soap dispenser. 
Regretfully he had to report that people were leaving dog poo in bags inside and outside the toilets. A  bin is required; commercial  waste removal might be a way forward. 

He would like the Parish Council to find out who now owns the field opposite the carpark.  Following the death of the previous owner. The field is used as an overflow car park it is privately owned and not managed which has created a ‘free for all’ parking system some cars have been reported parking on the South West Coast Path at the bottom of the field. 	Cllrs Reports:

Cllr. Nicholas  –  was in contact with Cornwall Council Enforcement team reference a property on Nanturras Way. The response from them she felt was disheartening.as they felt no breach of planning protocol had taken place but she begged to differ as she felt they had not quoted up to date government legislation. The other areas not being enforced by the Enforcement Officers were the clearing of sites before planning permissions had been granted i.e. Brandy Lane and people parking on double yellow lines at the top of Goldsithney village and the top of Bampfylde Way. 
Cllr. Nicholas had contacted Wildanet after a 28 day notice had been placed on the bridleway at Nanturras but they informed her that there was no planned works there the nearest was in St Hillary.

Cllr. Elliott –  Had attended the Goldsithney Charter Fayre Day  with a view to recruiting local people for a speed watch programme in Goldsithney you need 6 people to do this. He was currently working with the D&C Police force to implement this and will update the Parish Council on its progress. 

Cllr Brede – Reported large numbers of parking in St Aubyn’s estate resulting in cars parking badly on the corner. Cllr Brede identified scrub land  behind the narrows and wondered who owned it as you could park possibly 10/12 cars on it – which would help alleviate the parking problem in St Aubyn’s. enquiries into the scrub land to be continued.

Cllr. Griffiths –  Would like to thank Councillors Andrew Collions and Sue Nicholas for stepping up into the posts of Chair and Vice Chair in the recent difficult circumstances.
He had reported street light no X013 in Springfield Road out two and a half weeks ago, he subsequently  received confirmation and a report number but nothing has been done about it . So he has reported it again. 

Cllr Pascoe –.Cllr Pascoe  was pulling on the strands together re affordable housing (AH) possibilities within the parish and would welcome any suggestions /ideas  ahead of the proposed meeting with the AH team at Cornwall Council. He would like to put as much information  as possible in written form
