Cllr.  Nicholas gave an update to members as she had represented PPC at the Strategic Planning meeting in Truro. Cllr Nicholas was very disappointed with the outcome and felt that this was a  ‘done deal’ As a result she would be writing to Cornwall Council and reporting the process to the Standards Committee. This development would go against the Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan and damage the character of the area.

Cornwall Cllr. John  Martin who also attended the meeting questioned the rationale why it went to Strategic Planning and not to the West Cornwall Planning Committee meeting, he felt the focus was somewhat skewed . The outcome remains the same the Strategic Planning Committee voted unanimously to approve this development in Perran Downs.

	Clerks Report –  Finance 
Delivered by the Parish Clerk & RFO and Accountant Mrs Helen Dowdall 
The Clerks report consisted of the External Report 2025/26 and the Council’s current Budget and Budget Setting for 2026/27. 

The Clerk had received a successful sign off, with some recommendations, from the External Auditor.  
The Accountant, took the Council through the process and any steps that would be taken to enhance current practise. In summary the finances have been signed off with no amendments. A notice of conclusion would be put on the Council’s website.

Resolved - Proposed by  Cllr Collins seconded by Cllr. Nicholas and agreed to receive the External Auditor’s report with recommendations and to put the notice in the public domain this week.

The Accountant that went on to discuss the current budget for 2025/2026 with recommendations on what would be deemed appropriate for the next municipal year (the budget for 2026/2027) given aspirations and commitments for the various community projects and schemes.  Inflationary provisions had been allowed on the various contractual arrangements and savings identified (namely on election costs).

The Chairman then moved  agenda item 09/25/20 Approval of Parish Council Budget for 2026/27 forward in order to move a resolution.

Resolved. It was proposed by Cllr Collins seconded by Cllr. Nicholas and agreed to receive the budget for 2025/2026 and agree the proposed movements to determine the budget for 2026/2027.

The Accountant then went on to explain how the Parish Council budget and Tax Base calculate the precept requirement on the Council Tax Bills.  In the current year (2025/2026) despite a 2% rise on the budget, because there was an uplift in the Tax Base (the number of properties) the amount charged to residents saw a decrease.

It was proposed by Cllr Nicholas and seconded by Cllr Griffiths  to have a 3% rise on the budget – lost the vote (6 against 2 in favour)
It was proposed by Cllr Trevena seconded by Cllr Westley to have a 1% rise on the budget – lost the vote (4 against 4 in favour) 
The Accountant reiterated that the 2025/2026 Band D Council Tax is £43.57, and what would be gained if the Taxbase rose again next year.
Resolved.  Proposed by Cllr. Brede seconded by Cllr Elliott to keep the Band D Council Tax at £43.57 for 2026/2027 and the budget would be finalised upon receipt of the revised Tax Base figures. Carried ( 6 in favour 2 against).

	Cornwall Councillors Report  - Cllr John Martin.
  
Cllr Martin told the Council that he was now on  the Strategic Miscellaneous Licensing Committee this was the 4th Committee he was sitting on. The Liberal Democrats are running the administration at Cornwall Council and the workload for all Lib Dem members had increased. He felt this was impacting on his case load and his work was suffering because of it.

He was not happy with the increase in the number of Planning in Principle planning applications that were coming through the planning system would be making his feelings known to the Head of the Planning Department .

There was a Full Cornwall Council meeting being held tomorrow 23/09/25 where Cornwall Council will be motioning to have a strong voice on sewerage to lobby South West Water. The CEO of SWW Susan Davy had resigned  Her resignation came after Ofwat issued a £24 million enforcement package due to failures in the company's sewer network management. It also followed a cryptosporidium outbreak in Brixham in 2024.Keith Haslett has been appointed as the new CEO, effective in 2026. The new CEO would be coming to speak to members of Cornwall Council.

Cllr. Trevena – reported that there was still not have enough volunteers to help water the planters in Goldsithney. Looking ahead she would now like to focus on trees for the Parish a walk around was required to see where they could be sited.
 
Cllr Brede – Cllr Brede had sent a photograph to the clerk of the identified scrub land  behind the narrows. Investigation was continuing to who owned this land as it could be used as a parking area which would help alleviate the parking problem in St Aubyn’s. Enquiries to continue.

Cllr. Nicholas  –  had received reports from Parishioners regarding the type of tenants being moved into St Aubyn’s Estate in Goldsithney.  The estate was managed by Live West and she wanted to know who the manager was, the new tenants were displaying  anti-social behaviours. She urged everyone to keep an eye on this and to monitor any future developments.
