	Clerks Report – 
Due to the deadline for Appeal Notification PA25/00680 The Chalet, Boat Cove Lane. PA25/00680 being the 13/11/25. It was Resolved that the Clerk would submit the Parish Councils comments before the deadline expires. Perranuthnoe Parish Council are unanimous in their objections as documented previously.
Councillors expressed dismay at yet another appeal by this applicant. The clerk pointed out that Appeals are publicly funded, it doesn’t cost the applicant anything, so he will/could keep appealing every decision and the British taxpayer, will pick up the bill. 
Cllr Nicholas expressed that it seems wrong that that there are no limits, and she felt that that the Government had more important things to spend money on. Councillors felt that the last Appeal decision which was dismissed by the Examiner was excellent, very clear and concise. 
The clerk reported to the council that Lloyds Bank in Penzance would be closing on the 21st of January 2026. This is the Parish Councils branch and would create a problem for the Clerk, who regularly pays in money at the counter. The nearest branch of Lloyds would be Truro; there is also a Banking hub in Hayle where deposits could be made. Cllr Brede offered to assist the clerk in depositing future payments at Hayle. The Clerk thanked Cllr Brede for her kind offer and would be taking her up on this in the New Year

The Clerk informed members of the council that the annual Service of Remembrance would take place on Sunday 9th November 2026 10.30am at the Parish Church of St Piran & St Michael in Perranuthnoe.

	Chairmans Report - Cllr Andrew Collins  
Cllr Collins informed members that he would be attending the Service of Remembrance on the 9th of November where he would be laying a wreath on behalf of the Parish Council.

	

	10/25/12

	Cornwall Councillors Report - Cllr John Martin.
Cllr Martin told the Council that Helston Town Council campaigned for a banking hub and now has one in the main street which was working well for the town. The hub is a shared space, where you can access services for different banks, including those from a Post Office counter.

Cllr Martin reported that all 4 Planning meetings in the County had been cancelled this week. He had emailed the Head of the Planning Department to ask why and to date had not received a reply. Training sessions were being set up to deal with the Governments new white paper on planning processes that would be coming in, which would have a huge effect on Cornwall. The Housing portfolio holder at Cornwall Council had a target to build 4,213 houses this will not be met, at best he felt 2,800 houses. It comes down to the viability of the plot as developers must make money from it. He reported that on mainland Europe it costs £60,000 to develop and build a house in the UK that figure was £240,000.

There would be a rise of approximately a 5% in Council Tax from Cornwall council over the next 3 years.
In Plain an Gwarry he was dealing with an enforcement issue of unlicensed dog breeding. 
He had completed meetings in all 5 parishes with the Head of Highways department and would be following up with walk throughs. Highways would have a new budget set in November.
He would be attending the Community Action Live Event at Humphry Davy School on the 24/10/25 which was being organised by Andrew Georges Office. 
There was no news on the proposed Solar Farm by St Aubyn’s estate.

Cllr. Nicholas. Parking - vans parked around marked junction at Perran Downs/Bampfylde Way and Well Lane was an ongoing issue.  Resolved to report to Local police Community Officer

Cllr Nicholas gave an update on Health Hubs- The government have put in place Health Hubs and patients are being told to attend these by their GP surgeries for some services previously provided by them. The local Hub being West Cornwall Hospital in Penzance. If you are not happy being sent there because of issues such as convenience, transport, costs etc you need to say so to the surgery.  At present the telephone appointment line for WCH is not working well as there are significant delays in it being answered.  Patients should be given a choice of where their appointment is. Discussions are ongoing.

Cllr. Griffiths – Proposed a possible commemorative memorial bench for David Sharp in the village of Perranuthnoe. Chair Cllr. Collins to speak to the family and report back to members.

Cllr. Elliott – Enquired if Perranuthnoe Parish had any allotments. The Clerk informed him that we do not have any in the Parish
 
Cllr. Westley –Was concerned at the speed going up through the village as she nearly got knocked over outside the village shop at lunchtime. 
Report this to the Local police Community Officer as another traffic concern.
