Mr A. Moore gave an update on the management committee and trustees of the St Pirans Hall Charity. Most of the management committee being of retirement age and plus in years are responsible for the day to day running of St Pirans Hall in Goldsithney. The village hall was now more than 55years old, its construction mainly of concrete was beginning to show extreme signs of ageing. A report from Ward Williams Associates commissioned by the Parish Council in 2023 deemed the Hall was safe to use but past its best. A replacement village hall would be required if it is to continue to be the hub and support the local community plus the many users of the hall from the extended area outside of the parish. It is time to start to plan and ultimately build a new facility whilst keeping the old one going. The hall currently pays its way but doesn’t not have sufficient funds to build a new one the cost of which would be in the region of £750,000.00 - £2million. Mr Moore wanted a working group to be formed between the management committee and the Parish Council and wanted the Council to lead on it. It was discussed to ask the public what they wanted from a new facility in the form of possibly a public meeting. The project needed to start soon, and a period of consultation needed as there would likely be Government policy changes.
Cllrs Elliott, Westley, Nicholas and Brede offered to be part of the working group to help move the project forward and primarily to identify possible sources of funding for the project and a Project Manager. Terms of Reference were required. Cornwall Cllr John Martin also offered his help for the proposed project.

Mr A Moore spoke on behalf of the residents of Gears Lane regarding this application.  
This application is outside the boundary development area and originally was for 1 open market and 2 affordable homes to rent on this site. Which the Parish Council approved because of the inclusion of the affordable element. This new application has gone down the Planning in Principle route to get the affordable element removed. This should be a Full planning application not a planning in principle application The affordable element should not be removed as there is an urgent need for affordable housing within the parish. A planning in principle route is not the way to change this. 

It was prosed seconded and agreed unanimously with two abstention’s that Perranuthnoe Parish Council recommends refusal of PA25/09159 on the following grounds.

This application is removing the affordable element which was the original reason planning was granted on this site. and why the Parish Council originally supported it. 
This application includes NO affordable homes at all.
The existing provision should be delivered not open market properties.

The Chair reported:
· Extended a warm welcome to Cllr Mrs Jeanette Moyle and Cllr Mr Martin Tucker to the Parish Council.  
· He had attended the CAP meeting at St Johns Hall with Cllr Nicholas on 14/01/26 he had found the meeting very informative, especially in relation to the Cornwall Council budget.
· Storm Goretti was challenging for many areas within the Parish he thought the utility services did an excellent job in the conditions they had to work under. Southwest Water did deliver water to the priority. The fallout from the storm was The Emergency Plan for the Parish was it fit for purpose. A discussion followed that there was one, but it would need reviewing. Cllr Nicholas favoured a public meeting to get peoples thoughts and opinions about it.
· We have funding for greening the parish in our reserves, perhaps now was the time to replant some trees. The Woodland Trust would be able to advise on this.

The main street in Goldsithney had been closed due to a fallen tree but it was now finally cleared away. He praised the local community but told everyone to brace themselves as there was another storm forecast for tomorrow.

	Cllrs Reports:

Cllr. Westley – reported that she had been actively reporting potholes to Cornwall Council. However, she was also reporting tree debris that was down on the path at Nanturras Dip. Also, at Sycamore House there was a wall down and some debris was on the pavement. The pavement was not as clear as it should be.
Cllr. Nicholas. – 
· Parking around Bampfylde Way and Well Lane in Perran downs was getting worse, it was now obstructing the view of motorists. A No Parking sign on the grass would be a good idea. Planning Training for all councillors would be a good idea. 
· Although legally AONB they have renamed Natural England. We should revisit the Neighbourhood Plan to make the policies more defined, and the Plan should have an appendix. 
· Cllr Nicholas was unable to attend the funeral of former Penzance Mayor and Cllr Roy Mann but contacted the funeral director and gave apologies for Perranuthnoe Parish Council.
· Highways – There should be a red box on the road in the middle of the village. There was still no plan for DYL in Perranuthnoe.
· Marazion to Goldsithney Footpath was still with the Cornwall Council Legal team
· Derelict Houses at Rosudgeon this had been going for a decade and still no result, she was appalled at this. This was due to an ongoing legal dispute and was currently under appeal to the High Court. Unfortunately, the contact she had at the legal department for this issue was no longer working at Cornwall Council.
Cllr. Griffiths – appreciated that the Cornwall highway teams had been very busy of late but wanted Cllr martin to chase up the walk round re drop curbs in the parish.
Cllr. Pascoe – was concerned about the ongoing mud on the pavement on the main A394. It is the No 1 problem in Rosudgeon. Other residents were now registering letters of complaint to Cornwall Council. 
He was disappointed to hear of the outcome of the appeal PA24/06737 – Land to the NNE of Red Lane House, Red Lane, Rosudgeon. Appeal allowed.  
Cllr. Elliott – Reported storm damage in the village and had been assisting at St Pirans Hall. He would be calling for yellow lines at Collygree Parc and resurfacing along South Road.
