Proposal Demolition of Existing Dwelling and Construction of Two Self-Build Dwellings and Associated Works Location Kingswood Nanturras Way Goldsithney Applicant Mrs. S Gendall 
It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed that Perranuthnoe Parish Council (PPC) strongly objects to this application on the following grounds:
PPC would challenge the self-build application as it is a multiplot site and the application refers to the dwelling/ house in the singular when the planning application has two dwellings. The site is correct for ‘custom build homes ‘which the application does not give the correct detail. PPC are concerned that that the self-build applications purpose is for the avoidance of Biodiversity Net Gain given the early clearance of the site.
Reference PIP PA25/04090 is now misleading as the plot area is different. The application needs to be addressed as 2 dwellings in a new plot area.
KEY Concerns
Over development of the site. The 2 dwellings footprints and positioning contribute to a compromised layout with design issues. 
This application goes against Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan policies HTA2ii points ii, iii. NP Policy BDL1 i, ii, iii, iv, v, ix, x.
Water run-off from Plot 1 onto Nanturras Way, as the hedges have been removed and the impact it will have on the properties adjacent to the plot.
Rainwater appears to be directed into the water mains and not soak aways.
Vehicle access onto a private lane and bridleway – Should a highways report be asked for.
PPC would like a redesign of the site with adherence to Planning and Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan guidelines and Policies. Any future proposals must give clear and accurate assessment of the habitat and hedgerow loss and clear plans on the restoration of the site from its current ‘barren’ state.

The Parish Council totally agree that the state of the roads is unacceptable in many areas of the parish.  They have no jurisdiction over the Highway’s it is up to Cornwall council to maintain them. The PC however will make their feelings known about the unsatisfactory state of the roads in the parish to the Highways Manager.
Mr. J Tremelling parking in Collygree Parc. Parish Council Response - Parking is a problem in many areas of the Parish. The Parish Council have no power/jurisdiction but can lobby Cornwall Council. It was agreed that the Collygree Parc issues would be fed back by the Parish Council to the Cornwall Highways Manager. Cllr Martin was also made aware of them. Any road variations must be approved and implemented by Cornwall Highways. There is of course a cost involved with all road improvements and they must be proved necessary. The more residents that report illegal parking or problems with road access parking on pavements etc. to Cornwall Council and the Police the better. The more evidence that it is regularly occurring would help the cause. Especially photographs these can be uploaded when you report an issue. Commercial Vehicles - It was established that any Open Reach vans must be parked in a private drive at night and not on the road. The junction to the estate is a marked junction and if parking is blocking it, this is an offence under the Road Traffic Act and a matter for the Police.The Parish Council are actively working to try and get double yellow lines in various areas of the Parish. The entrance to Collygree Parc and further up the estate will be added to that list.
