Planning and enforcement issues continue to be a concern. And with the new National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) we have to bear in mind the issues affecting both residents and developers. The new 
directives coming from Westminster lead me to believe that we will be faced with a far less democratic process of scrutiny
The Devolution of Cornwall will also be a discussion point in the near future. There are positive  developments. “The Cornwall Council Cabinet heard how the Secretary of State for Housing, Communities and Local Government had written to the authority in November
Stating the Government’s willingness to work with Cornwall on an exceptional basis to designate the council as a Single Foundation on Strategic Authority. It would mean more powers being transferred from Westminster to Cornwall without the need to join with other  larger regional combined authority.” I will keep you informed. 
Despite the arguments against the Solar Farm in Plain an Gwarry by the local parish land residents, it was passed. All 6 of the most recent solar farm applications in our area have been approved on appeal. I only hope that they will look to Europe and the far east for better local solutions for renewable energy rather than use to good farmland feed the National Grid rather than local projects, communities and businesses.
I am pleased that our proposal for C.H.I.P. funding has been partially successful in the first year of the CAP funding. 
I attended the technical briefing for the Penzance Heliport they are arguing to change conditions on viability grounds. The Strategic Planning Meeting for this is on July 16th at 10 am. I will be supporting the objectors as constituency member.

To proceed with the purchase of  2x Type 1 MVAS signs at a cost of £18,280 in total.
